BOWLES ENDOWMENT TRUST

Bill and Suzanne Bowles came to Punta Gorda to sail.
Little did they realize that art and the Visual Arts Center
would play an increasingly important role in their lives.
Suzanne joined the VAC and began attending the Thursday
morning portrait studio, where she honed her skills. With
encouragement from other artists she entered her portraits
in various VAC competitions and came to be recognized as
a talented portrait artist.

Recognizing that few portrait artists were entering their
work in competitions, and knowing the contribution the VAC
had made to their own lives, Bill and Suzanne began
thinking about what they might do to encourage and reward
portrait art. They settled on a strategy to encourage, reward
and educate portrait artists in the area, trying to give back
to the community some of the enjoyment they had derived
from participation at the VAC. The strategy evolved into the
Bowles Endowment for Portrait Art, with the goals of
providing financial rewards and recognition for excellence
in portrait art. The mechanism to achieve these goals was a
modest trust whose earnings would sustain the Trust and
provide income for rewarding artists and, later as the Trust
grew, to use these monies to bring in recognized portrait
artists for instruction at the VAC.

Since 2004, each exhibit at the VAC has been judged
separately for portrait excellence and recognition is given
only when deemed appropriate. During the summer of that
year the first ribbon and cash award was presented,
followed by numerous others over the years. In January of
2008, Doug Flynt taught a portrait workshop, which was
repeated in November because of its succedboth
underwritten by the Bowles Endowment.
