CONNECT THE DOTS ... THE ENDOWMENT TRUST

The Endowment Trust was created in 1998, when several sizable
bequests were left to the VAC from estates of members. Since then, the
Trust has grown from other bequests, from memorials and, on a happier
note, from celebrations such as birthdays and anniversaries. Donations of
$5,000 and more are recognized on the beautiful stained glass Art Angel
Wall in our lobby. Donations of $1,000 and more are listed in programs for
VAC events. However, all donations are important and can be accumulated
over time.

The purpose of the Trust is to maintain and grow the donations, invest
them wisely, and distribute a portion of the proceeds to the VAC to use for
funding new programs, projects and growdtelated strategies. These are
perpetual or ongoing distributions to the VAC that will grow in size as the
Trust grows through your donations.

Often the Trust distributions are combined with outside grant money to
fund new areas like the pottery studio and the art technology lab, or they
can be used to underwrite a unique workshop or a special exhibit.

On the other hand, VAC annual operating revenues come from
fundraisers, memberships, classes and Century Club donations and are
used to pay the expenses necessary to keep the VAC in business. Think of
these as the VAC checking account and the Endowment Trust as its
retirement account.

As our community grows and our needs grow, the Trust will allow the VAC
to continue to be a focal point for our educational, cultural and economic
development.
