VAC CLASSES ARE A GREAT BARGAIN! 
We have done our best in keeping fees as low as possible, but 

rising costs, lower corporate sponsorships, and fewer Century Club 
donations this year have forced the issue. The last time we raised 
class registration fees was nearly two years ago. 

On the positive side, this means a well-deserved raise for the best 
art instructors in southwest Florida. (In case you did not know, 
instructor pay is based on a percentage of registration income.)  

And, the Visual Arts Center still offers the lowest cost per contact 
hour of instruction in a four county region. Also, we provide the six-
week course of classes where most art centers are down to five or 
even four weeks. Some centers continue to offer six-week courses 
but with only two hours of class time vs. our three.  

With the rise in fees, the VAC’s per hour cost to students is only 
$4.44. In comparison, Bonita Springs classes have a $9 per contact 
hour; Venice is $6.66/hour; Cape Coral is $6.56/hour, Sanibel is 
$5.56/hour, and Englewood ranges from $5.28 to 6.25/hour. So, we 
hope you see that you still have the best price for the best art 
instruction around. 

If you would like to help us keep prices down, you can volunteer in 
our fundraising activities, attend events, donate to the 2011 Flea 
Market, and contribute to the annual gift campaign (Century Club). 
We’d also like you to consider the VAC Endowment Trust in your estate plans. If we can be of assistance to you with any of 
these support options, please do not hesitate to contact us.
