The Jurist for the 8th Biennial
National Art Exhibition

Dean Mitchell is considered one of America's greatest
watercolorists and exhibits in the nation’s most prestigious
museum invitationals including the Prix de West in Oklahoma
City and the Autry National Center’s Masters of the American
West. His art can be found in corporate and museum collections
across the country, including the Library of Congress. Mitchell is
well known for his figurative works, landscapes and still lifes. In
addition to watercolors, he is accomplished in other mediums,
including egg temperas, oils and pastels.

Born in Pittsburgh in 1957, he grew up in Quincy, Florida, and is a
graduate of the Columbus College of Art & Design in Columbus,
Ohio. After Mitchell’s inclusion in a 2002 exhibit in Harlem, New
York Times art critic Michael Kimmelman was inspired to write that “Mr. Mitchell is a virtual
modern-day Vermeer of ordinary black people given dignity through the eloquence of his
concentration and touch.” Mitchell was named a “Best Bet” for collectors in ARTnews magazine.
He created portraits of Charlie Parker, Charles Mingus, John Coltrane and three others for the
U.S. Postal Service Jazz Musicians stamp series. His life is the subject of an illustrated children’s
book titled, “Against All Odds: Artist Dean Mitchell’s Story.”

Mitchell has been featured in numerous publications, including the New York Times, Christian
Science Monitor, American Artist, Artist Magazine, Fine Art International and Art News. He has
received the American Watercolor Society Gold Medal, Allied Artist of American Gold Medal in
Watercolor and Oil, Thomas Moran Award from the Salmagundi Club in New York, Remington
Professional League, and for three years in a row the Best in Show Award from the Mississippi
Watercolor Society Grand National Competition. In 2004 and 2007, he received the Autry
National Center Award for Watercolor at the Masters of the American West Fine Art Exhibition
and sale. Mitchell is a member of several professional societies, including the American
Watercolor Society and the National Watercolor Society.

FLIGIBILITY

This exhibition is limited to two-dimensional
paintings and drawings in oil, watercolor,
pastel, acrylic, charcoal, colored pencil, graphite
or a combination thereof (including collage)
executed in the LAST TWO YEARS. Computer
generated art and photography are not eligible.

Only original works may be submitted—this
means that the subject of the entry must be a
concept entirely developed by the submitting
artist and executed by their own hand.
Duplications of another’s art, whether by
machine or paint, is considered copyright
infringement and will not be accepted. Any
found to be a duplication will be removed and
any awards revoked. Reproductions or giclées
of your work are not eligible.

Artist must be at least 18 years of age.

There are no size restrictions, however, work
must not weigh more than sixty (60) pounds.

FRAMING

Paintings must be suitably framed with wood,
metal or plastic and be well reinforced. Screw
eyes and wire must be used. NO GLASSz
PLEXIGLAS ONLY. Gallery wrap canvas
acceptable; canvas with stapled edges exposed
is NOT acceptable.

ENTRY

You may submit up to three (3) entries for
jurying. Entries by SLIDE must be received on or
before October 15; and DIGITAL entries must be
received on or before November 1 in order to
be considered. Completed Entry Form and non-
refundable fee must accompany submission.
Fee may be paid by check, VISA or MasterCard.

The VAC reserves the right to return work that
does not meet specifications. No work may be
withdrawn before the close of the exhibition.

ENTRY PROCEDURE

Entry may be in the form of either digital files
or slides. No entries or applications will be
accepted by e-mail. Digital files must be 5SMB
or less, JPEG format with 300 dpi minimum
format on either Windows formatted CD or
flash drive. Slides must be 35mm colorina
2x2" mount; no glass slides and no tape or
attached labels. There is a $5 additional charge
for processing slides.

ACCEPTED WORK

All entries will receive notification of juried
results by e-mail in late December. Artists
whose work is accepted into the jurying
process will then receive instructions for
shipping and delivery. Any work that differs
from accepted entries will be disqualified
upon receipt.

CONDITION OF SALES

All artwork must be for sale. Sales will be
encouraged and work will be sold at the price
originally stated by the artist on the Entry
Form. There will be a 30% commission on all
sales.

PUBLICITY

All entering artists agree to allow the VAC to
use their artwork in advertising, in press
releases, on our website, and in any other
promotional opportunities. Care will be taken
to give each artist and work proper credit.
